Editing Your Digital Images

Types of Digital Images (File Formats)

BEST FOR PRINT: TIFF/TIF (Tagged Image File Format)
- widely accepted by print shops
- support millions of colors
- “loss-less” file compression
- large files

BEST FOR WEB IMAGES: JPEG (Joint Photographic Experts Group)
- support millions of colors
- default digital camera file format
- “lossy” file compression
- small, easy to email files

BEST FOR WEB LOGOS: GIF (Graphics Interface File)
- support 256 colors
- very small files



Editing Your Digital Images

Image Size and Resolution

INPUT - Pixel Per Inch (PPI)

OUTPUT - Dots Per Inch (DPI)



Editing Your Digital Images

Image Size and Resolution

Print Images : 50ppi to 300ppi depending
on output device and viewing distance

Example 1: HP wide format inkjet poster printer

optimal input resolution for 600dpi output = 150ppi

Example 2: Canon color laser copier

optimal input resolution for 400dpi output = 200ppi

Example 3: HP black & white laser printer

optimal input resolution for 600dpi output = 300ppi

Web images: 72ppi to 96ppi
